Daily Prayer For Individuals and Families
Adopted from The Lutheran Service Book (p. 294)

This brief service is intended as a simple form of daily prayer for individuals and families. When more
than one person is present, the psalm and responses may be spoken responsively, with one person
reading the words in regular type and the others responding with the words in bold type. The Creed and
Prayers that are in bold type are to be said by all.

The sign of the cross "t may be made by all in remembrance of their Baptism.

Invocation

In the name of the Father and of the ~I+ Son and of the Holy Spirit.
Amen.

Psalm (Psalm 23) KJV

The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want.
He maketh me to lie down in green pastures: he leadeth me beside the still waters.
He restoreth my soul:
he leadeth me in the paths of righteousness for his name's sake.
Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with
me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me.
Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies:
thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over.
Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life:
and I will dwell in the house of the Lord for ever.

Scripture Lesson (John 10:1-10)

'[Jesus said:] “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who does not enter the sheepfold by the door but climbs
in by another way, that man is a thief and a robber. But he who enters by the door is the shepherd of the
sheep. *To him the gatekeeper opens. The sheep hear his voice, and he calls his own sheep by name and
leads them out. “When he has brought out all his own, he goes before them, and the sheep follow him, for
they know his voice. °A stranger they will not follow, but they will flee from him, for they do not know
the voice of strangers.” *This figure of speech Jesus used with them, but they did not understand what he
was saying to them.

’So Jesus again said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, I am the door of the sheep. 3All who came
before me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not listen to them. °I am the door. If anyone enters
by me, he will be saved and will go in and out and find pasture. '°The thief comes only to steal and kill
and destroy. I came that they may have life and have it abundantly.”
